JANUARY 8 TH   

     Be sure to be in worship January 
8th when we celebrate Epiphany 
Sunday. Epiphany is the celebration 
of the revelation of God incarnate in 
Jesus Christ. It is the climax of the 
Advent Season and the Twelve Days 
of Christmas, which are counted 
from the evening of December 25th 
until the morning of January 6th, 
which is the Twelfth Day. Epiphany, 
which in Greek means manifestation 
o r  s t r i k i n g  a p p e a r a n c e , 
commemorates the visitation of the 
magi to the baby Jesus, and thus 
Jesus' physical manifestation to the 
Gentiles.  
     The Wise Men who brought gifts 
to the infant Jesus were the first 
gentiles to acknowledge Jesus as 
king. They are understood to be the 
first to reveal Jesus to the non-
Hebrew world as the incarnate 
Christ. The Magi, like Simeonõs 
blessing in Luke 2:32, indicated that 
the Christ child would be a òlight for 
revelation to the Gentiles.ó Indeed, 
Epiphany is traditionally a time of 
focusing on the mission of the church 
in reaching others by òshowingó Jesus 
to be the savior of all people, of all 
nations, and of all races.  
     The liturgical colors of Epiphany 
are white and gold, colors of 
celebration, light, newness and hope. 
This year, we celebrate Epiphany at 
Covenant by celebrating the light of 
love that has come in the Christ child 
and by concluding with that most 
traditional of Epiphany songs: òGo 
Tell It On the Mountain.ó
